To msemble the whesl first remove the packing plece from the top of the two wheel uprights
MNow fit the legt in the respective numbered holes on the underside of the base. On legs 2 and 3
ensure that holes X and Y, a1 the bottem of the legs, are opposite each ather. Now fit the pedal
with the number B showing upper-most and connect footman 1o the crank. The mmovable spindle
on leg 3 i pushed through from tha other side ol Y. The legs are a taper fit so can be tightened
by twisting and pushing further in. Now place Mother-of-all on the uprights so that the number 4
matches the number 4 on the upright. Place the maidens 4a and 5 on 10 the upright 4 and hole §
respectively. Thete can be made tighter as they are pushed further inlo the holes. Maiden 5 can be
turned to sllow the placing or releasing of the spindle assembly, This should now be fitted but
first place the driving band once over the driving pulley and then over the bobbin flange. The top
of maiden 43 controh the temion on the driving band and should be screwed fully anticlockwise
for assembly.
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OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

The carded wool to be spun should be slightly twisted and fed through the open end of the
then through one of the eyes on the side of the spindle before being led along 10 2

‘hook and then to the bobbin. The wool should be securely fixed to the bobbin.

The wheel should be slowly turned clockwise by hand to ensure that the tension ks sulficient on
ihe driving band and also to show that the wool is baing cormectly drawn through the spindle.
These shon paragraphs are only a guide 1o the operation of your wheel, A leaflet entitled Spinning
Wool by the Dryad Press and books Your Handiginning by Ehie Davenport and Spimning and
Dyeing the Natural Way by Ruth Castino are available from Haldane and Company.
